Source:  Image obtained from www.zzz.gov.  
If sources are not from the government, or do not indicate that they can be freely used (look for creative commons licensed images, and comply with the terms of the license) you must send an email to the source requesting permission to use the image.  A sample email is provided below.  In your final product, indicate:

Source:  Image obtained from www.zzz.com, with permission.

Sample request for permission to use:
